Dear Country Grove Neighbors
PLEASE CAREFULLY READ the Madison Police Incident Report on the reverse side of this letter.  The information was sent to CGNA from our District 7 Alderman, Zach Brandon.  
In addition to the incidents in this report, a similar incident occurred in Country Grove midday within the last 10 days. A male in a car stopped to ask an adult female for directions to Star Cinema. The incident occurred near the intersection of Countrywood Lane and Westbourne.

In the past two weeks two Attempted Child Enticement incidents occurred near Toki Middle School and one additional incident occurred on Muir Field.

As part our mission, we strive to keep all our neighbors safe. In response, CGNA:

· is distributing this information in a quick response fashion to keep our neighbors informed.  PLEASE inform your family members of these incidents.  Report any suspicious activity to the police.
· will post updates on this and other safety issues on the CGNA website, www.countrygrove.org  
· is working to formulate the Country Grove Neighborhood Watch. The board met with Mary Anne Thurber, Crime Prevention Police Officer on October 18th to learn more about the Program.  At this meeting we voted to initiate the Neighborhood Watch ASAP. 
· will hold the Neighborhood Watch Program Kickoff meeting. Officer Thurber will present the Neighborhood Watch program components that we will use in Country Grove to prevent crime, increase awareness and communicate with neighbors on safety issues. 	Suspicious Person: Male white, 25-28 years old, medium build, brown short hair, blue eyes, last seen driving a black SUV.

	Details
	The Madison police department has recently taken four separate reports from females on the west side about a suspicious person. In each case a male driver asks for directions to the Star Cinema. The physical description of the driver is similar in all incidents; however, three put him in a black SUV, while a fourth indicates the man was driving a white pickup truck. 

The first reported incident was on October 8th. A woman says she was walking her dog near Bradbury Court when the man pulled up and inquired about directions. 

The second report came on October 12th. A 12-year-old girl contacted police. She is the one who said it was a white pickup involved. (There is a previous incident report on this case posted on our website.) 

The third and fourth reports both came on October 16th. At 4:53 p.m. the suspicious person approached a woman who had been walking on Blue Maple Trail. Then at 7:00 p.m. a female jogger, who was on a path near Turning Lead Road, was contacted. 

In all cases the females say the driver tended to linger after asking directions, and sometimes contacted them more than once in a short time period. 

One of the females said the suspicious man "creped" her out, and almost all said he made them feel unsafe.
